- appointing and coordinating the work of specialist sections: technical-sports, economic-financial and marketing-information
- rules for keeping the general documentation of the event.

5. Selection of the event's program to the age and level of fitness of the participants.
6. Competition systems in the organization of tournaments and competitions.
7. The role of negotiations in the organization of recreational and tourist events.
